I. Remembering Facts, Recalling Course Content – SUCH AS…
Accurately defining “the Great Depression”
Describing the elements and aims of the New Deal & the economic theory behind it

Identifying…

· differences between First (1932-1935) and Second (1935-1936) New Deal

· Legislation and/or new government agencies associated with each

· US foreign policy during the era of isolationism (towards Asia, Caribbean, Europe)
· War production/ mobilization efforts, economic coordination, industrial growth

· International efforts to shape the postwar peace

· Events like the entrance of the US into WW2 and progress of the war, 1941-1945

II. Developing interpretations, Making connections – SUCH AS…
Explaining how/why the New Deal ended, what was its legacy

Comparing experiences of different groups of Americans during the 1930s and 1940s 

Weighing the impact of WW2 on the economy, society/culture, and foreign policy

Weighing the war’s impact on American civil rights and freedoms

III. Thinking Historically – SUCH AS…
Assessing kinds of historical evidence we have from the 1930s and 1940s
Applying such evidence to answer our questions about this era

Being able to discuss changes and continuities (what’s different, what’s the same) between our time and theirs

Evaluating portrayals of this time period – how the Depression and the Second World War are remembered in American memory
